The Committee is invited
(i) to decide whether any paper considered at this meeting should be excluded from the papers which will be made available to any person wishing to inspect them, including any staff or student of the College, and, if so, the grounds on which it is to be excluded  
(ii) to decide whether any paper considered at this meeting should be withheld from any Governor who is a member of the College staff (including the Principal) or a student Governor or the Clerk to the Corporation; and, if so, why the Committee considers that that paper, if it was considered at a meeting of the Corporation, might result in that person being required to withdraw from the meeting (see Note).

Note concerning the publication of papers
i) The Committee may exclude from the papers which are made available to any person wishing to inspect them any material relating to
(a) a named person employed at or proposed to be employed at the College;
(b) a named student at, or candidate for admission to, the college;
(c) any matter which, by reason of its nature, the governing body is satisfied should be dealt with on a confidential basis.
ii) A Governor who is a member of the staff (including the Principal) of the College is required to withdraw
(d) from that part of any meeting of the governing body at which his/her remuneration, conditions of service, promotion, conduct, suspension, dismissal or retirement are to be considered;
(e) from that part of any meeting of the governing body at which the appointment of his/her successor is to be considered;
(f) if so required by a resolution of the other Governors present, from that part of  any meeting of the governing body at which the appointment, remuneration, conditions of service, promotion, conduct, suspension, dismissal or retirement of any member of staff holding a post senior to his/her own are to be considered.
iii) A student Governor shall withdraw from that part of any meeting of the governing body
(g) at which his/her conduct, suspension or expulsion is to be considered;
(h) where required to do so by a majority of the other Governors present other than student Governors, where the governing body is to discuss the appointment, remuneration, conditions of service, promotion, conduct, suspension, dismissal or retirement of a member or prospective member of the staff of the College.
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
